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Non-road vehicles: Directive on flexibility published

The European Union directive on flexibility for non-road vehicles has been published. This morning the EU Official Journal published the text of the new norm, Directive 2011/88, covering agricultural and earthmoving engine exhaust emissions.  

The text, already approved by the European Parliament and the EU Council and now officially in force, incorporates amendments proposed by the manufacturers for increasing the quota of vehicles which can be marketed through their engines are not in conformity with the past emissions control phase. This share of flexibility is raised from the 20% set in the previous norm to 37.5% for increasing the exemption under phase IIIA by two-and-a-half. 

FederUnacoma President Massimo Goldoni commented, “This measure is the result of long-term work carried out in EU quarters aimed at rationalizing the process of compliance of non-road machinery with the new emission parameters and making it more progressive. Now the Directive will have to be written into national legislation and, we hope, will be transposed in Italian legislation by the Ministry of Transport as quickly as possible, as has already happened for a similar Directive on flexibility for tractors,” he added. 
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
